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Venn diagram comparison: 

‘Ozymandias’ and ‘Checking Out Me History’
Teaching notes 
This activity will suit Foundation Tier students in particular. Although this resource focuses on ‘Ozymandias’ and ‘Checking Out Me History’, the activity can be used with any pair of poems.
Equipment needed
Copies of the statements, A3 versions of the Venn diagram sheet, copies of the poems, scissors, glue. 

Differentiation 
More able students should devise the statements themselves and then place them in the Venn diagram.
Venn diagram comparison: 

‘Ozymandias’ and ‘Checking Out Me History’

Sort the statements into three categories:

· ones that relate to ‘Ozymandias’

· ones that relate to ‘Checking Out Me History’

· ones that relate to both poems.

Glue these statements in the correct place on the Venn diagram. The overlapping part indicates where statements that relate to both poems should go.

	· There is a lack of punctuation.
	· Time and history or the past are key themes.

	· There is a humorous tone.
	· The poet uses rhyme.

	· The stanzas are of an unequal length.
	· The poem is in the form of a sonnet.

	· A distinct voice or character is created by the poet.
	· A variety of punctuation is used.

	· Iambic pentameter (10 syllables per line) is used to creates structure.
	· A cruel dictator/ruler is described and given a voice.

	· Colloquial/informal/‘chatty’ language is used as though the narrator is speaking to us in a conversation.
	· First person narration is used.

	· The poet sees the value of art and believes that this will outlast humans.
	· The poem is about identity and heritage.

	· Power and status are key themes.
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
