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Act 2 Summary

The audience is introduced to the lowlife characters: Pistol,
Bardolph and Nym. They will be going to war in France but are
more concerned with their own quarrels. The boy tells the men that
Falstaff is very ill.

Falstaff has died and Pistol, Bardolph, Nym and the Boy say
goodbye to the Hostess. Pistol tells the others that they should be
like “horseleeches” in France.

In France, King Charles, his son, the Dauphin and some French
nobles discuss the war with Henry. The king is wary and feels they
shouldn’t underestimate Henry’s strength.
