Candidate B
Section A
[bookmark: _GoBack]The picture shows a person on a dog sled in the snow.
The introduction is not bad although the candidate doesn’t always focus on the picture. 
The lack of a firm grasp of German grammar becomes clear as the main part of this section begins with the response, dieses Bild ist nach Lappland.
The candidate uses simple sentence with very few examples of complex constructions and doesn’t show great initiative.
The examiner fails to focus enough on the picture including a highly inappropriate question about what she would do if she had a lot of money. Completely irrelevant to the picture.
The candidate struggles for vocabulary, uses mainly simple sentences and lacks tenses. There is some flow of language, particularly later on, although this isn’t always focused on the picture.
For this section she achieves the following marks:
Presentation and Discussion: 
Adequate information on the stimulus, simple ideas and opinions, not always developed.   6
Knowledge and Application of Language:
Range of vocabulary quite narrow  2
Accuracy:
Some correct language but also many errors   3
Section B
This began a bit better but utterances such as schlanke Klassen showed weaknesses still there. Some opinions were evident plus the use of weil to show a knowledge of some more complex structures.
The description of the uniform was acceptable although she did then start to get in a mess. She showed little awareness in this section of tenses.
Section C
There were again some opinions offered in this section and a little more initiative was shown, for example when she discusses her brother’s health. She does attempt to use the past tense although not really successfully. She does use a conditional tense correctly with würde sein at one point. 
Generally quite a reasonable amount of information was given in this section and she did show a better initiative.
For Sections B and C she achieves the following marks:
Presentation and Discussion: 
Adequate information on the stimulus, simple ideas and opinions, not always developed.   6
Knowledge and Application of Language:
A slightly better range of vocabulary  3
Accuracy:
Some correct language but also many errors   3

It is questionable whether the candidate understands how to use tenses although she is clearly aware of their existence. For that reason she is in the right area for the mark as candidates do need to show they can use three tenses
