Following the fantastic success of the 1% XV team at Allianz Park on Saturday we are now through
to the NatWest U18 Cup Final at Twickenham.

Because of the importance of this landmark event for both our elite team and the whole school we
want to offer the opportunity for all pupils and staff to make the trip up to Twickenham on
Wednesday 29 March to cheer and encourage the 1%' XV team to victory. To enable this we will be
changing the arrangements for the school day on Wednesday 29 March. School will be open for
the boys to register at 0840 as usual, and all of the boys will then go across to the Cathedral
Eucharist Service at 0900. After the service the boys will return to lessons until morning break at
1020. After break we will make the necessary arrangements for those who wish to travel to the
match to join a series of coaches to travel to Twickenham Stadium. Coaches will depart from
school from 1040 onwards and will return at around 2000 to the Coach Park in Salisbury near
The Maltings. We hope that as many boys as possible will want to support our Rugby Team as
they play in this national final. If, however, your son would rather not go or domestic complications
preclude his attendance then he will be free to return home after the end of morning break. If this is
not convenient then he will be able to stay at school under the supervision of staff until the normal
end of the school day at 1550. If your son needs to do this then he will need to bring a packed
lunch on the day as there will be no food available from the Dining Hall (all the Catering Staff will
be at Twickenham!).

Normal school uniform is mandatory on the day; however, | would advise all boys to take additional
warm clothing as the weather may be changeable. On a practical note all Year 10 examinations
due to be sat by the boys on Wednesday 29 March will be rescheduled for Monday 27 March
2017; timings for all exams will remain the same.

Entry to this year’s final is free; there will however be a charge of £15.00 for the return coach
journey.

Please inform your son that
the lunch is to be collected from the canteen prior to departure.
