Year 11 – Homework Timetable 2017-18 

 

Homework is an integral part of the Year 11 course and should be recorded by your son in 

his homework diary.  It is very important that the work should be done thoroughly and the 

appropriate time is allocated for its completion. Homework diaries should be filled in 

properly and kept up to date. They should be signed weekly by tutors; parents are also 

asked to sign diaries weekly. 

 

In the Middle School, most subjects have an allocation of two homework tasks per week; RE 

has just one, which accompanies each double lesson. Please consult your son’s timetable to 

ascertain the detail of when each subject’s homework falls. Two out of three of the English 

lessons have an associated homework as detailed below.

An average pupil should expect to spend 40 minutes on each subject set per evening.  If the 

work is satisfactorily completed in less time, or not set, your son should revise earlier parts 

of the course or try to study background material. Year 11 Art students are expected to 

spend an hour on each homework task.
